The boiler in this property has a timer which you can set at 15 minutes
intervals (shown to the right-hand side of the front cover of a boiler in the
picture below).

This will send power to the room stat to bring the central heating on if the
temperature inside the property is below what has been set. If you still want
the heating on in warmer weather, you may have to twist the stat to raise it to
above the warmer room temperature.
